A total of 20 cars have now been sold to Canada, deliveries to the
United States and Japan continue to increnas, and three cara have
recently been sold te Indonesla. Famous ex-Formula 1 racing driver
Innes Ireland has ordered four cars, on behalf of his associates.

AL the time of writing, the remaining stock of new and unsold RS200s
was six cara. (All 20 of the 'Evolution' cars have now been aold).
Each of these cars can be re-prepared to left-hand or right-hand
drive, road or tarmac 'rally' trim.
